Ensure that the unions and/or blanking
plugs are correctly fitted into the new
primer assembly.

Fit the new primer assembly, renewing
the filter and using new seals. Pay
special attention to the seals around
the central securing bolt. Where fitted,
these must be renewed without fail.

Start the engine in the normal fashion.
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Poor starting or poor running from cold
following a primer head replacement
normally indicates an air leak problem.
